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Travel Guidance: What to Expect and How to Prepare

With more than a million fans expected to visit for the FIFA World Cup 2026™, roads,
public transit, and pedestrian traffic will be much busier than usual. This creates
challenges but also real opportunity for local businesses. Preparing early is key.

- Plan ahead to limit disruptions. Consider how increased travel and crowd
activity may affect staff, customers, and daily operations.

- Keep everyone informed. Communicate clearly with employees, customers,
suppliers, and delivery partners to keep things running smoothly.

- Expect peak congestion on matchdays. Travel will be heaviest before and
after matches. Flexible work hours may help ease the impact.

- Rethink transportation options. Some routes and transit lines will be crowded.
For short trips, walking or biking may be the fastest choice.

- Prepare for heavy activity near key venues. Areas around NYNJ Stadium and
Liberty State Park will see the most congestion. Plan alternate routes for staff and
deliveries.

Do not create any lockups
with our logo. The official title “FIFA World Cup™” can only be used for editorial purposes and must always include a trademark
symbol (). The official title is NOT permitted for any other use li.e. event branding) without FIFA or NYNJ Host Committee approval.
The title "FIFA World Cup" is NOT permitted without FIFA or NYNJ Host Committee approval and must always include a trademark
symbol (™). Please feel free to use our & Welcome World Branding as a sign of regional unity!
